Report Requirements

1. Reports must be typed in 12 fonts, double-spaced.

2. Must have: Title, Author, and number of pages
3. Explain the point of view of the narrator

4. At least 5 sentences about the setting.  Include the historical significance of the story.

5. In a paragraph or two, explain the main characters and the motives of each character.

6. In at least two sentences, explain and describe the author's tone.

7. A paragraph about the theme and what you learned from the book.

8. Extra Credit:  Use quotes from the book to give an example of the different dialects used.

9. Extra Credit:  Use quotes from the book to give examples of figurative language used in the book.

Your report should be a well-written essay integrating the above requirements. Feel free to mix up the order and be creative.

Point of View- 1st person or 3rd person

Author's tone-   Author's attitude; serious, dramatic, humorous, sarcastic, irreverent, mysterious

Setting-   When and where the story takes place.

Motivation-   Why the characters behave, think or feel the way they do.

Summary-   Brief telling of the main ideas of the story.

Dialect-   The way people speak.

Figurative language-   Use of simile, metaphor, personification or idioms

Theme-   Life lesson or moral
